Four days, over 1,800 shooters, and a snow storm to top it all off. The Greater
Philadelphia’s Sportsman’s Show quite possibly was one of the most exciting things I have had
the opportunity to participate in with the UBP. The show began on a Thursday and proceeded
without a hitch. The doors opened promptly at 12:30 p.m. and things were underway. Our
booth was flooded immediately with adults and children of all ages. Over the next four days,
not once did the booth slow down. Children as young as three years of age were taught how
to shoot bows and arrows at balloons and received prizes whether they popped balloons or not.
The faces of each child erupted when balloons exploded. Participants were given candy, archery
buttons and activity books when they were finished. Besides the balloon shoot we also offered
a small 3D shoot for anyone over 6 years of age. The Matthews Genesis bows were a hit with
parents who wanted to get their children started on the right foot into the world of archery.
‘The targets on the range were lent from the Lower Providence Archery group and consisted
of the Rhinehart Velociraptor, poison dart frog, jackalope, mule deer and mountain goat. Other
FITA-style targets were available for anyone wishing to shoot bulls-eyes.

Besides filling balloons and retrieving arrows a large group of volunteers were on staff
to help any hesitant archers. The one thing I noticed was that the event ran smoothly and
everyone seemed to be having a great time. The shear amount of people at the show that came
to our booth was astronomical. Even with all the help everyone was bouncing around like ping-
pong balls in symphony. We had many new members sign up and the conversations at the show
were constructive and informative.

The most noticeable event at the show was when a young boy named Gabriel and a young
girl named Brianna came to visit our booth. This changed everything I ever knew or thought
about volunteering and dealing with teaching archery.

He stepped to the line and began to shoot with
his wrist. I stood back to watch him shoot and he nailed the target right in the middle of the
bulls-eye. It nearly brought a year to his dad and my eye. He proceeded to shoot until his wrist
was tired. He walked away from the line with a huge glowing smile and his father then asked
about information to get him set up with a bow of his own.

Then Brianna came up to the range with her parents and siblings. She started out shooting
the small bows at the balloon shoot and gradually moved up to the Genesis bows. I instant fell
in love with this girl. This young lady is fearless. Brianna, a fourteen year old whose disability
limits her strength and ability to walk shot her first bow with assistance on Saturday afternoon.
Little to my surprise she worked up enough strength to stand and begin to shoot. She had a
great time and suggested we go hunting. I spoke with her parents when she was done shooting
and arranged for her and her father to go bow hunting next fall.

What an unbelievable, amazing, exciting and momentous show. This show could not
have been successful without the help of some very crucial folks.

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Basic Rifle and Carbine 1 courses were held in April and received positive reviews from our
students. We will be holding the second completely full Basic Rifle course in July and plan
to continue the program next year.

The Rifle Committee will be drawing the winning ticket for the Rock River AR15
carbine .223 rifle at the August 3rd general meeting. If you haven't had a chance to buy a
$10 ticket, you will have one more opportunity during the August meeting. The rifle has been
customized by Barry Leas to add a scope, adjustable fore grip, quad rail, light, and lazer.

Target bases have been installed on 100 yard range at 25, 50, and 100 yards. Target
holders are also provided and are marked for use at each distance. Please be sure to use the
target holders in the correct base stands as target heights vary with the terrain. For additional
information and updates about the 100 yard range, visit http://lprgc.org/rifle/range Please
be sure that your target is placed at a safe height such that the bullet lands in the backstop
at the 100 yard line, not in the ground. Also, be sure that your bullets do not pass through
the target and hit the concrete or steel uprights that support the roof of the backstop. When
your target is correctly placed, you should see the backstop to the right and left of the center
of your target, and there should not be any structural supports behind the target. Also, only
paper targets may be used on the outdoor range. Steel targets, bowling pins, and clay birds
can only be used during scheduled events.

We are looking to include more members in the Rifle Committee. We meet on the third
Tuesday of each month in the clubhouse at 7:30 PM. Another way to join the discussion is
